This training programme is aimed at introducing you to the concept of dual diagnosis and the various psycho-education programmes that you may utilise in your own service while dealing with dual diagnosis service users. 
Who may attend this training?

Community out reach workers, Drug Counsellors, Gardai, Nurses, Medical professionals, Primary health care workers, Probation officers, Social workers & Any clinicians working in addiction centres and any other centre that provide a service for drug & alcohol problems/mental health are deemed to benefit from this course.
Learning Outcomes


This training should enable you to:

· Demonstrate reasonable knowledge of dual diagnosis & psycho-education group programmes.

· Carry out an assessment & make appropriate referrals for clients with dual diagnosis in your service.

· Develop a programme of your own to suit your clients’ needs.

Training Structure
This 35 hours training programme delivered over 3 weeks is an introduction to dual diagnosis and the psycho-education group programmes. It is an intensive five-day course that includes theoretical information on dual diagnosis, mental illness in general and also practical sessions on “how to conduct the psycho-education programmes for dual diagnosis”. Included in this programme is service user involvement and interagency working.
Teaching Methods

Group works/discussions, Role play with video recording, Skills demonstration, Guest Speakers, Reflective experiential accounts by Service Users. Participants can also access library.
Assessment
Participants are expected to write two essays (1000 words approx.) and participate in skills demonstration. 


A minimum of 85% attendance is required in order to receive the certificate.
